   I. One Tool Is God’s Guidance. 

     A. Man has always been directed by one 
thing of influence or another. 

     B. Living by the Spirit is not just a catchy 
phrase. 

 II. Another Tool Is The Bible’s Teachings. 

     A. The Bible is God’s road map. 

     B. The Bible has a unique claim to fame. 

III. Another Tool Is The Spirit’s 
Promptings. 

     A. God’s GPS is quite unique. 

     B. Hazards may require your own special 
course. 

Conclusion:  Are we serious about wanting to 
be a people of God?  If we are, then we’re 
going to need to move from spectator to 
participant. You’re going to need to be in step 
with God by the Spirit.
